SANTA CLARA DE ASSISI| 11 DE AGOSTO

Santa Clara de Asis (1194-1253), naci6 en el seno de una
familia catolica rica y politicamente influyente en Asis,
Italia. Cuando tenia 12 afios, su familia decidié que debia
casarse. Ella les rogd que le permitieran esperar hasta los
18 afios y finalmente aceptaron. Cuando era adolescente,
Clara se enterd de un sacerdote llamado Francisco (San
Francisco de Asis). Después de escucharlo predicar, de-
cidi6é que su llamado era "vivir para el Evangelio". Admi-
raba como vivia Francisco: en la pobreza, la comunidad y
el servicio a los pobres. Después de recibir el permiso del
obispo de Asis, dejo a su familia para unirse a Francisco y
sus seguidores. Una vez con ellos, Clare dejo atras su vida
elegante, vistiendo una tinica sencilla, un velo sencillo y
cortandose el cabello, un simbolo de su deseo de rechazar
el matrimonio y vivir una vida religiosa. Estudiando desde
el principio con los benedictinos, se le unié su hermana.
Temiendo por su seguridad de la familia de Clare, que
estaba decidida a que las hijas regresaran, Francisco y sus
seguidores construyeron una casa para ellas junto a una
iglesia que restauraron, San Damian, para su proteccion.
Mientras estaban alli, Clara y Francisco establecieron la
Orden de las Damas Pobres de San Damian. La misa di-
aria, la adoracion y la Eucaristia eran parte integral de la
vida de las Damas Pobres de Clara. La creciente devocion
radical de la comunidad a la pobreza estricta los distinguid
de otras congregaciones. Tras la eventual aprobacion de su
orden por parte del Papa, escribi6 la Regla de Vida de la
orden basada en las ensefianzas de San Francisco, la pri-
mera regla monastica que se sabe que fue escrita por una
mujer. Después de la muerte de Santa Clara, las Damas
Pobres pasaron a llamarse Orden de Santa Clara o
Clarisas, en su honor. Falleci6 a la edad de 59 afios, un dia
después de que se aprobara su Regla. jSanta Clara, ruega
por nosotros!

ST. CLARE OF ASSISI| AUGUST 11

St. Clare of Assisi, (1194-1253), was born into a
wealthy, politically influential, Catholic family in
Assisi, Italy. When she was 12, her family decided
she should marry. She begged them to allow her to
wait until she was 18 and they eventually agreed. As
a teen, Clare learned of a priest named Francis (St.
Francis of Assisi). After hearing him preach, she de-
cided that her calling was to “live for the Gospel.”
She admired how Francis lived — in poverty, com-
munity, and service to the poor. After receiving per-
mission from the bishop of Assisi, she left her family
join Francis and his followers. Once with them,
Clare left her fancy life behind, donning a plain robe,
simple veil, and cutting her hair short, a symbol of
her desire to reject marriage and live a religious life.
Studying early on with the Benedictines, she was
joined by her sister. Fearing for their safety from
Clare’s family who were determined that the daugh-
ters return, Francis and his followers built a home
for them next to a church they restored, San Dami-
ano, for their protection. While there, Clare and
Francis established the Order of the Poor Ladies of
San Damiano. Daily Mass, adoration, and the Eucha-
rist were integral to the lives of Clare’s Poor Ladies.
The growing community’s radical devotion to strict
poverty set them apart from other congregations.
Following her order’s eventual approval by the
Pope, she wrote the order’s Rule of Life based on the
teachings of St. Francis — the first monastic rule
known to be written by a woman. After St. Clare
died, the Poor Ladies were renamed the Order of St.
Clare or, the Poor Clares, in her honor. She passed
away at the age of 59, one day after her Rule was
approved. St. Clare, pray for us!
