Gospel Reflection ... Reflexion del Evangelio

17 de agosto de 2025
XX Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

La forma como nos llevamos a veces en la familia y
con los amigos es dolorosa: pleitos, venganzas,
argumentos sin sentido, tan solo para herirnos.
Alegamos por politica, por deporte, por religion y
mas. Nos encendemos de la nada; pareciera que
traemos fuego para discutir. Perdemos el control de la
nada y por nada. Pero el fuego del que Jesus nos habla
hoy es diferente. Es el fuego de la justicia, del perdon
y de la inclusion: “He venido a traer fuego a la tierra,
y jcuanto desearia que ya estuviera ardiendo!” (Lucas
12:49). Compartir esa pasion por Jests es algo que
muy pocos entienden. Se trata del fuego del Espiritu
Santo en nosotros.

De nuevo se nos repite la mision de Jests al mundo:
“Traer a la tierra el fuego que enciende la vida y
mediante el cual el hombre es salvado. Jests nos llama
a difundir en el mundo este fuego, gracias al cual
seremos reconocidos como sus verdaderos

discipulos” (Papa Francisco). San Juan Cris6stomo (c.
350-407) decia que: “Esto es el fuego del Espiritu
Santo: €l no tolera que se tenga algin deseo mundano;
en cuanto, nos conduce a otro tipo de amor... De
hecho, cuando la fuerza de este fuego ha entrado en el
alma del hombre, éste expulsa la indiferencia y la
pereza”. Dejarnos conducir por el Espiritu Santo es el
secreto que nos dispone a dar la cara por la justicia y
la paz. De esas divisiones habla Jesus, referente a estar
en contra unos de otros en la familia y los amigos. Es
que vivir el Evangelio y ser testigos de ¢l dando
testimonio divide.

During my baseball career, my best coach often
said, “You shouldn’t be worried if I yell at you. Be
worried if I don’t. If I stop pushing you, it means I
don’t think you have any more potential.” He
demanded a lot, and I knew it meant he saw that I
could be something special on the baseball field.

Jesus says some demanding words to us this week.
“Do you think I have come to establish peace on
the earth?” he asks, “No, tell you, but rather
division” (Luke 12:51). He wants you and me—in
fact, all the earth—to participate in the luminous
glory of God. That’s why he speaks of himself as a
divine arsonist. Divine fire is like a good coach: it
demands the removal of all that obstructs the
achievement of the lofty goal.

How is your life demanding right now? That
inconvenient family situation, the unfair boss at
work, the kids who reject their parents’ wishes, the
nagging health issue? Maybe things would be more
peaceful devoid of these seemingly arbitrary
difficulties. But for us who believe in the one who
comes to set the earth of fire, we should be much
more worried if he stops demanding so much from
us. In fact, let’s thank him for it. He sees how
glorious we can become.

Santa Rosa de Lima | 23 de Agosto

Nacida como Isabel Flores de Olivia en abril de 1586
en Lima, Pert, hija de colonos espafioles, Santa Rosa
de Lima tomo el nombre de Rosa en su confirmacion
en 1597. La leyenda sostiene que recibid este apodo
cuando era nifia porque un sirviente vio su rostro
transformado en una rosa.

Ya de nifla, Santa Rosa estaba dedicada a Cristo. Al
crecer, hizo muchas penitencias secretas. Y cuando
tuvo la edad suficiente para casarse, disuadio a los
pretendientes cortandole el cabello y frotando
pimienta en la cara para que se ampollara. Hizo voto

de castidad a pesar de que sus padres deseaban que se

casara. Ayunaba muchas veces a la semana y se
abstenia permanentemente de carne.

Finalmente, sus padres cedieron y le permitieron
unirse a la Tercera Orden de Santo Domingo, aunque
no se le permitid vivir en un convento. Santa Rosa
emprendio severas penitencias, permitiéndose solo
dos horas de suefio por noche para tener mas tiempo
para orar, llevando una pesada corona de plata con
puas en el interior imitando la corona de espinas de
Cristo, e incluso quemandose las manos. Sin
embargo, también cuid6 a los enfermos y
hambrientos, y vendi6 sus hermosos bordados y finos
encajes, asi como las flores que cultivo para ayudar a
recaudar fondos para los pobres.

Murié a la edad de 31 afios el 24 de agosto de 1617.
El Papa Clemente X la canonizo6 en 1671, fue la
primera santa del Nuevo Mundo, nacida en América.
Santa Rosa de Lima es la patrona de América Latina
y Filipinas.

St. Rose of Lima | August 23

Born Isabel Flores de Olivia in April 1586 in Lima,
Peru to Spanish colonists, Saint Rose of Lima took
the name Rose at her confirmation in 1597. Legend
holds that she received this nickname as an infant
because a servant saw her face transformed into a
rose.

Even as a child Saint Rose was dedicated to Christ.
Growing up she made many secret penances. And
when she was old enough to be married, deterred
suitors by cutting off her hair and rubbing pepper on
face to make it blister. She took a vow of chastity
even though her parents wished her to marry. She
fasted many times a week and permanently abstained
from meat.

Eventually her parents gave in and allowed her to
join the Third Order of St. Dominic, although she
was not permitted to live in a convent. Saint Rose
undertook severe penances, allowing herself only two
hours of sleep a night in order to have more time to
pray, wearing a heavy silver crown with spikes on
the inside imitating Christ’s crown of thorns, and
even burning her own hands. However, she also
cared for the sick and hungry, and sold her beautiful
embroidery and fine lace, as well as flowers she grew
to help raise funds for the poor.

She died at the age of 31 on August 24, 1617. Pope
Clement X canonized her in 1671, she was the first
saint of the New World, born in the Americas. Saint
Rose of Lima is the patron saint of Latin America
and the Philippines.
