Gospel Reflection ... Reflexion del Evangelio

3 de agosto de 2025
XVIII Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

A todos nos gusta hacer planes, tener metas y llegar a
ellas. Eso nos pone contentos porque nos va bien en la
vida y pensamos: "Qué bien, he luchado tanto que ya
puedo disfrutar de lo que tengo". Pero nos olvidamos
de lo mas importante: en las metas nunca contamos
contigo. Nos olvidamos de que s6lo T1, Sefior, nos
darés la auténtica libertad y felicidad. No esta la vida
en poseer bienes. “Eviten con gran cuidado toda clase
de codicia, porque, aunque uno tenga todo, no son sus
posesiones las que le dan vida” (Lucas 12:15).

Vale preguntarnos: ;Cual es el centro de tu vida?
(Cual es la meta en tu vida? ;Esta tu felicidad en lo
que posees, en tu estatus social, en lo que dira la gente
de ti?

Recent studies suggest that millennials will be the
first generation in America to be worse off than
their parents in terms of financial earnings and job
status. Many lament this. I propose that this week’s
Gospel provides a hopeful way to see the trend as
good news.

The Lord Jesus says, “Take care to guard against
greed, for though one may be rich, one’s life does
not consist in possessions” (Luke 12:15). Greed
damages us with the deception that we are what we
possess. But to Jesus, this is simply not true. What
makes us happy is who we are, who we become.

Does not the expectation that every generation
should do better than their parents subtly mask the
poison of greed? A similar attitude is mirrored in
the man who demands that Jesus justly arrange his
share of the family inheritance. Despite the
injustice, Jesus will not play that game. In fact, he
seems to prefer that the man have less than his
parents. What good would having more be to this
man if he becomes enslaved and miserable by
greed? What good would it be for us to have more
if it means we become much less?

In allowing the man to have less, Jesus opens a
space for him to become more: a man free to love.
In that much more meaningful sense, perhaps he
was better off than his parents. Maybe the
millennials will be, too.

ISANTO DOMINGO August 8

Santo Domingo, también conocido como Domingo de Guzman, nacié
alrededor de 1170 en Caleruega, Castilla la Vieja, Espaiia, en el seno de
una familia noble y piadosa. Desde muy joven, fue conocido por su
devocidn y naturaleza estudiosa. Recibio su primera educacion de su
tio sacerdote y mas tarde asistio a la Universidad de Palencia durante
diez afios, estudiando artes y teologia. Durante una hambruna severa,
vendid sus libros anotados para ayudar a los hambrientos, diciendo:

"¢ Me harias estudiar estas pieles muertas cuando los hombres se
mueren de hambre?"Alrededor de 1194, Domingo fue ordenado sac-
erdote y se unio a los candnigos regulares de la catedral de Osma. Se
convirtié en subprior, ayudando en la reforma del capitulo a una vida
mas comunitaria y apostodlica. Un momento crucial en la vida de Do-
mingo ocurrié alrededor de 1203 o 1204 cuando acompaiid a su
obispo, Diego de Acebo de Osma, en una misidn diplomatica por el sur
de Francia. Aqui, se encontraron con la propagacion del albigensismo
(también conocido como catarismo), una herejia dualista que rechaza-
ba el mundo material como malo. Domingo observé que los predica-
dores cistercienses enviados por el Papa no tuvieron éxito en gran
medida porque su estilo de vida opulento contrastaba fuertemente
con las practicas ascéticas de los albigenses. Inspirados por esto, Do-
mingo y el obispo Diego adoptaron un estilo de vida de pobrezay
predicacidn itinerante, con el objetivo de combatir la herejia a través
de argumentos razonados y ejemplos. Después de la muerte del
obispo Diego, Domingo continud esta misidn, dedicandose a predicar y
participar en debates publicos con los cataros. En 1206, Domingo esta-
blecidé un convento para mujeres que se habian convertido del albigen-
ismo en Prouille, que se considera la primera casa "dominicana". Esto
sentd las bases para su vision de una nueva orden religiosa. En 1215,
mientras estaba en Roma para el Concilio de Letran, se cree que
conocié a San Francisco de Asis. Ambos santos establecerian nuevas
formas de vida religiosa. A lo largo de su vida, Domingo viajé exten-
samente, predicando por Francia, Italia y Espafia. Era conocido por su
humildad, caridad y, segun se informa, por realizar milagros. También
se cree que recibid el Rosario de la Santisima Virgen Maria en 1208, y
a los dominicos se les atribuye la popularizacion y difusién de esta
devocion. Santo Domingo murid el 6 de agosto de 1221 en Bolonia,
Italia, a la edad de 51 afios. En el momento de su muerte, la Orden de
Predicadores habia crecido significativamente, con casas establecidas
en toda Europa. Fue canonizado por el Papa Gregorio IX en 1234, y su
fiesta se celebra el 8 de agosto. Es recordado como un predicador
apasionado, un devoto siervo de Dios y el fundador de una orden que
ha influido profundamente en la vida intelectual y espiritual de la Igle-
sia Catdlica durante mas de 800 afios.

ST. DOMINIC| 8 de agosto

Saint Dominic, also known as Dominic de Guzman, was born around
1170 in Caleruega, Old Castile, Spain, to a noble and pious family.
From a young age, he was known for his devoutness and studious
nature. He received his early education from his priest-uncle and
later attended the University of Palencia for ten years, studying the
arts and theology. During a severe famine, he famously sold his anno-
tated books to help the starving, saying, "Would you have me study
off these dead skins when men are dying of hunger?" Around 1194,
Dominic was ordained a priest and joined the canons regular of the
cathedral at Osma. He became subprior, assisting in the reform of the
chapter to a more communal and apostolic life. A pivotal moment in
Dominic's life occurred around 1203 or 1204 when he accompanied
his bishop, Diego de Acebo of Osma, on a diplomatic mission through
southern France. Here, they encountered the spread of Albigensian-
ism (also known as Catharism), a dualistic heresy that rejected the
material world as evil. Dominic observed that the Cistercian preach-
ers sent by the Pope were largely unsuccessful because their opulent
lifestyle contrasted sharply with the ascetical practices of the Albigen-
sians. Inspired by this, Dominic and Bishop Diego adopted a lifestyle
of poverty and itinerant preaching, aiming to combat the heresy
through reasoned argument and example. After Bishop Diego's
death, Dominic continued this mission, dedicating himself to preach-
ing and engaging in public debates with the Cathars. In 1206, Dominic
established a convent for women who had converted from Albigensi-
anism at Prouille, which is considered the first "Dominican" house.
This laid the groundwork for his vision of a new religious order. In
1215, while in Rome for the Lateran Council, it is believed he met St.
Francis of Assisi. Both saints would go on to establish new forms of
religious life. Throughout his life, Dominic traveled extensively,
preaching throughout France, Italy, and Spain. He was known for his
humility, charity, and reportedly, for performing miracles. It is also
believed that he received the Rosary from the Blessed Virgin Mary in
1208, and the Dominicans are credited with popularizing and spread-
ing this devotion. Saint Dominic died on August 6, 1221, in Bologna,
Italy, at the age of 51. By the time of his death, the Order of Preach-
ers had grown significantly, with houses established across Europe.
He was canonized by Pope Gregory IX in 1234, and his feast day is
celebrated on August 8th. He is remembered as a passionate preach-
er, a devoted servant of God, and the founder of an order that has
profoundly influenced the intellectual and spiritual life of the Catholic

Church for over 800 years.
