San Gregorio | 3 de septiembre

San Gregorio Magno vivio en una época muy turbulenta. Hubo
episodios devastadores de peste, el saqueo de Roma y la ruptura del
fuerte dominio romano, invasiones de lombardos y francos, in-
undaciones y una brecha cada vez mayor entre el Bizancio imperial
y la Iglesia romana.Nacido alrededor del afio 540 en una noble fa-
milia romana, San Gregorio probablemente se formé en derecho y
comenzo su servicio publico como prefecto de Roma. Sin embargo,
a la muerte de su padre, convirti su casa familiar en un monasterio,
donde residié como monje. A menudo llamado el padre del papado
medieval y apdstol de los ingleses, San Gregorio fue nombrado
Papa por aclamacion en 590. Aunque se mostro reacio a asumir este
puesto, prefiriendo la vida de clausura, sus logros fueron muchos.
Fue un administrador extremadamente capaz de las propiedades y
los inquilinos de la Iglesia y es conocido por su reforma de la litur-
gia. Jug6 un papel decisivo en la consolidacion del poder papal y
dirigi6 la Iucha contra las muchas herejias promovidas por pequeii-
0s grupos cristianos en ese momento. A través de su prolifica corre-
spondencia, supervisé la vida monastica, restringiendo el poder de
los obispos, corrigiendo los abusos y haciendo cumplir la disci-
plina. Estaba particularmente preocupado por la conversion de In-
glaterra, enviando a 40 monjes de su monasterio a evangelizar alli.
San Gregorio murié en 604 y fue santificado inmediatamente. Es
uno de los cuatro doctores clave de la Iglesia Occidental. Entre los
milagros que se le atribuyen se encuentra un milagro eucaristico en
el que la mujer que prepar6 el pan para la comunion se rié de la
consagracion, negando la transformacion del pan en la presencia
real de Jesus. San Gregorio or6 para que el Sefior mostrara a la con-
gregacion la verdad y confirmara su creencia. El pedazo de pan se
transformo en un pedazo de carne y luego volvio al pan, reforman-
do a la mujer y fortaleciendo la fe de todos. jSan Gergory el
Grande, ruega por nosotros!

St. Gregory | September 3

Saint Gregory the Great lived in a most turbulent time. There were
devastating episodes of plague, the sacking of Rome and the break-
down of strong Roman rule, invasions by Lombards and Franks,
floods, and a widening gap between imperial Byzantium and the
Roman Church. Born around 540 into a noble Roman family, Saint
Gregory was probably trained in law, and started his public service
as a Prefect of Rome. However, upon the death of his father, he
converted his family home to monastery, where he resided as a
monk. He built six more monasteries in Sicily and one in Rome.
Often called the father of the medieval papacy and Apostle of the
English, Saint Gregory was named Pope by acclamation in 590.
Although he was reluctant to assume this post, preferring the clois-
tered life, his accomplishments were many. He was an extremely
capable manager of Church estates and tenants and is known for his
reform of the liturgy. He was instrumental in the consolidation of
papal power and led the fight against the many heresies promoted
by small Christian groups at the time. Through his prolific corre-
spondence he oversaw monastic life, curtailing the power of grasp-
ing bishops, correcting abuses, and enforcing discipline. He was
particularly concerned with the conversion of England, sending 40
monks from his monastery to evangelize there. Saint Gregory died
in 604 and was sainted immediately. He is one of four key doctors
of the Western Church. Among the miracles attributed to him is a
Eucharistic miracle in which the woman who prepared the bread for
communion laughed at the consecration, denying the transfor-
mation of the bread to the real presence of Jesus. Saint Greogry
prayed for the Lord to show the congregation the truth and confirm
their belief. The piece of bread transformed into a piece of flesh
and then returned to bread, reforming the woman, and strengthen-
ing the faith of all. St. Gergory the Great, pray for us!
