San Francisco de Asis | Fiesta 4 de octubre

San Francisco de Asis (1181 — 1226) dej6 una vida de
lujo por una vida dedicada al cristianismo después de
escuchar la voz de Dios, quien le ordeno reconstruir la
iglesia cristiana y vivir en la pobreza. Fundoé la Orden
de los Frailes Menores de hombres, la Orden de Santa
Clara de mujeres, la Tercera Orden de San Francisco y
la Custodia de Tierra Santa.

Nacido en 1181 en Italia, San Francisco de Asis era
famoso por beber y salir de fiesta cuando era joven.
Durante una expedicion/batalla militar entre Asis y
Perugia, fue capturado y encarcelado para pedir
rescate. Paso casi un afio en prision y comenzo a
recibir visiones de Dios. Después de su liberacion de
la prision, San Francisco de Asis afirmo haber
escuchado la voz de Cristo, quien le dijo que
restaurara la Iglesia cristiana y viviera una vida de
pobreza. Como resultado, San Francisco de Asis
abandono su vida de lujo y se convirtid en un devoto
de la fe catdlica.

Hoy en dia, San Francisco de Asis, conocido por su
profundo amor por la naturaleza y los animales, es el
santo patron del medio ambiente y los animales. Cada
octubre, muchos animales son bendecidos en su dia de
fiesta.

St. Francis of Assisi | Feast Day October 4

St. Francis of Assisi (1181 —1226) left a life of luxury
for a life devoted to Christianity after reportedly
hearing the voice of God, who commanded him to
rebuild the Christian church and live in poverty. He
founded the men's Order of Friars Minor, the women's
Order of St. Clare, the Third Order of St. Francis and
the Custody of the Holy Land.

Born in 1181 in Italy, St. Francis of Assisi was
renowned for drinking and partying as a youth. During
a military expedition/battle between Assisi and
Perugia, he was captured and imprisoned for ransom.
He spent nearly a year in prison and began receiving
visions from God. After his release from prison, St.
Francis of Assisi claimed to have heard the voice of
Christ, who told him to restore the Christian Church
and live a life of poverty. As a result, St. Francis of
Assisi abandoned his life of luxury and became a
devotee of the Catholic faith.

Today, St. Francis of Assisi, known for his deep love
of nature and animals, is the patron saint of the
environment and animals. Each October, many
animals are blessed on his feast day.
