Gospel Reflection ... Reflexion del Evangelio

November 16, 2025
Thirty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time

When I was a kid growing up in New England, I’d
occasionally go on a whale watch. Once we went out
with calm waters and clear skies. But on the way back
in, the sea got rough. I was just a kid, and I remember
thinking we should turn left or right toward the
shoreline I could see. But the pilot of the boat kept
going straight — right into the waves — focused on a
small, discouragingly distant lighthouse. Even when it
flickered in and out of sight, he stayed the course. He
knew where he was going.

That image comes to mind when I hear Jesus’ words
in today’s Gospel regarding false messiahs: “Do not
follow them” (Luke 21:8). In times of chaos or
uncertainty, there are always voices offering easier
routes, promising false safety, claiming to speak for
God. But Jesus isn’t found in the loudest voice or the
nearest shoreline. He is steady, like a lighthouse in the
storm.

The tribulation of which Jesus speaks — it’s real. It
happened to the Temple, it happened to him, it
happens in the Church, and it will come to each of us.
But the command is not to panic. It’s to endure. To
keep steering toward him. Faith isn’t about having all
the answers or dodging every wave. It’s about
knowing where the lighthouse is — and trusting it
enough to keep going, especially when false safety
beckons us to stop.

La perseverancia, ;qué significa esta palabra tan
importante? Es mantenernos firmes en nuestros
planes y buenos propodsitos. Perseverar en los
estudios, en el trabajo y en las relaciones familiares
requiere entusiasmo y energia cada dia. Nada es
facil, y hoy Jesus nos invita a no tener miedo ante
las adversidades y catastrofes que vemos
actualmente, sino a superar las pruebas con fe y
confianza en un Dios que no defrauda: "Con todo,
ni un cabello de su cabeza se perdera”. Y agrega
otra frase que nos invita a despertar del letargo
espiritual: "Manténganse firmes y se

salvaran"” (Lucas 21:18-19).

La liturgia de hoy nos ayuda a reflexionar sobre las
muchas traiciones, hambres y guerras que azotan a
nuestros hermanos y hermanas en el mundo. Sin
embargo, a pesar de todo eso, caminamos con
esperanza. Nada ni nadie puede arrebatarnos la
seguridad de que Dios estd caminando a nuestro
lado. Pero no debemos dejarnos enganar dejando
pasar el tiempo sin hacer nada por nuestro bien y el
de los demads. "El engario es creernos duerios del
tiempo. El tiempo no es nuestro. Del tiempo existe
solo un soberano: Jesucristo. No os dejéis engarniar
en la confusion. El cristiano se mueve por este
camino del momento, con la oracion y el
discernimiento. Pero deja el tiempo a la esperanza.
El cristiano sabe esperar al Serior en cada
momento, pero espera en el Seiior al final de los
tiempos" (Papa Francisco).

Saint Cecilia | November 22

Saint Cecilia’s story, like many of the earliest saints’, is largely
apocryphal and legendary in nature. According to tradition,
Cecilia was born to a wealthy and prominent Roman family.
Though she had consecrated her virginity to the Lord, she was
married to a man named Valerian. It is said that she was
“singing in her heart to the Lord” at her wedding. She
confessed her promise of virginity to her new husband reveal-
ing that an angel protected her. Valerian would honor her vow
only if he too could see the angel. Cecilia told him he would
see the angel if he was baptized, which he went to do immedi-
ately. When he returned to her, he saw the angel beside her.
Cecilia also converted Valerian’s brother, Tiburtius.

Unfortunately, it was a turbulent time in Rome for Christians.
Valerian and Tiburtius were martyred for burying the bodies of
Christians, which was illegal. Cecilia was also targeted for her
faith. First authorities attempted to suffocate by locking her in
the bath in her home and overheating the room. Some accounts
say that she didn’t break a sweat and even began to sing. They
then sent in an executioner to behead her, but he faltered and
was unable to complete his task, only succeeding in mortally
wounding her. She remained alive for three days before she
died.

The saint’s body was exhumed twice, first by Pope Paschal I in
821, then by Cardinal Sfondrato in 1599. Both times her body
was found incorrupt, the first saint to exhibit this extremity. St.
Cecilia is the patron saint of music and musicians.

Santa Cecilia | 22 de noviembre

La historia de Santa Cecilia, como la de muchos de los primeros santos, es en gran parte de naturaleza apocrifa y
legendaria. Segln la tradicion, Cecilia naci6 en una familia romana rica y prominente. Aunque habia consagrado su
virginidad al Sefor, estaba casada con un hombre llamado Valeriano. Se dice que ella estaba "cantando en su cora-
z6n al Sefior" en su boda. Confeso su promesa de virginidad a su nuevo esposo, revelando que un angel la protegio.
Valeriano honraria su voto solo si ¢l también pudiera ver al angel. Cecilia le dijo que veria al angel si se bautizaba,
lo cual fue a hacer de inmediato. Cuando regreso a ella, vio al angel a su lado. Cecilia también convirti6 al hermano
de Valeriano, Tiburcio.

Desafortunadamente, fue un momento turbulento en Roma para los cristianos. Valeriano y Tiburcio fueron mar-
tirizados por enterrar los cuerpos de los cristianos, lo cual era ilegal. Cecilia también fue atacada por su fe. Primero,
las autoridades intentaron asfixiarla encerrandola en el bafio de su casa y sobrecalentando la habitacion. Algunos
relatos dicen que no sudo e incluso comenzo6 a cantar. Luego enviaron a un verdugo para decapitarla, pero vacilo y
no pudo completar su tarea, solo logr6 herirla mortalmente. Permanecio6 viva durante tres dias antes de morir.

El cuerpo del santo fue exhumado dos veces, primero por el Papa Pascual I en 821, luego por el Cardenal Sfondrato
en 1599. En ambas ocasiones su cuerpo fue encontrado incorrupto, la primera santa en exhibir esta extremidad.
Santa Cecilia es la patrona de la musica y los musicos.
