The Holy Family of Jesus, Mary and Joseph

When I was ten, my dad gathered our family around
the table in small-town Vermont and told us we
were moving to the big desert city of Phoenix,
Arizona. We were leaving behind family, friends,
and everything familiar. None of us knew what to
expect.

But something beautiful happened. As we made the
move together, our family grew closer. In
retrospect, ’'m amazed at my parents’ courage to go
on that adventure. Even as a kid I realized our
family found, in that challenge, a deeper unity and
mutual love.

In today’s Gospel, Joseph is told: “Rise, take the
child and his mother, and flee...” (Matthew 2:13,
20). First to Egypt, then later to Israel. The Holy
Family is frequently challenged to move and
change, to adapt to God’s will for them, in order to
find safety in the midst of threat. It’s not just an
idiosyncratic story about survival. It’s a spiritual
pattern for all of us. Every Christian family is called
to be a kind of sanctuary, especially in a world full
of noise, busyness, and fear.

May I make a practical application for us? The
Lord’s Day, Sunday, is perhaps the most practical
way we imitate this dynamic we see in Joseph and
his family. Sunday is not meant to be just like every
other day, filled with errands and stress. It’s meant
to be a day set apart; a holy “escape” into rest,
worship, joy, and peace. A day to rise, take your
family, and flee, into God’s presence.

St. Basil the Great | January 2

St. Basil the Great (329 — January 1, 379) shares his
feast day with his lifelong friend St. Gregory of
Nazianzen. These accomplished men fought against
heresies that threatened the foundations of the early
Church, shaping doctrines around Christ’s divinity
and the nature of the Holy Trinity.

St. Basil was born at Caesarea of Cappadocia, to a
family already deeply rooted in Christianity, going
back to the time of widespread persecution in the 1st
and 2nd centuries. Following in the footsteps of his
father, Basil studied in Caesarea as well as
Constantinople and Athens, training in the law and
rhetoric. He became a popular teacher. However, his
sister persuaded him to give up academia for
monastic life. Before inviting St. Gregory to start an
order with him, St. Basil traveled through Egypt,
Palestine and Syria visiting monasteries, learning
everything he could and formulating his own ideas
about monastic rule. His rule is still followed today,
and he is known as the Father of Eastern
Monasticism.

His time in the monastery was relatively short, it was
only five years before he was called to play a greater
role in the Church. Ordained as a priest, by around
370 he was made bishop of Caesaria. It was in this
role that he fought against the heresy of Arianism
which denied the divinity of Christ, even defying an
emperor! He also fought against other early
Trinitarian heresies. But these important doctrinal
stands were not what defined Basil. He was
passionate about caring for the poor and sick,
pastoral care, and fighting against institutionalized
prostitution. He would preach twice a day to large
crowds, and opened a complex with a hospital,
orphanage, and shelter for the poor. In addition to
influential monastic rules, sermons, and doctrinal
treatises, more than 300 of his letters still exist. St.
Basil the Great, pray for us!

San Basilio el Grande | 2 de enero

San Basilio el Grande (329 — 1 de enero de 379) comparte
su dia festivo con su amigo de toda la vida, San Gregorio
de Nazianzen. Estos hombres consumados lucharon contra
herejias que amenazaban los cimientos de la Iglesia
primitiva, moldeando doctrinas en torno a la divinidad de
Cristo y la naturaleza de la Santisima Trinidad.

San Basilio nacié en Cesarea de Capadocia, en una familia
ya profundamente arraigada en el cristianismo, que se
remonta a la época de persecucion generalizada en los
siglos [ y II. Siguiendo los pasos de su padre, Basilio
estudio en Cesarea, asi como en Constantinopla y Atenas,
formandose en derecho y retorica. Se convirtié en un
profesor muy popular. Sin embargo, su hermana le
convencio para que abandonara la academia para dedicarse
a la vida monastica. Antes de invitar a San Gregorio a
fundar una orden con él, San Basilio viajé por Egipto,
Palestina y Siria visitando monasterios, aprendiendo todo
lo que pudo y formulando sus propias ideas sobre el
gobierno monastico. Su gobierno sigue siendo seguido hoy
en dia, y es conocido como el Padre del Monacato
Oriental.

Su estancia en el monasterio fue relativamente breve; solo
pasaron cinco afios antes de que fuera llamado a
desempefiar un papel mas importante en la Iglesia.
Ordenado sacerdote, hacia el afio 370 fue nombrado
obispo de Cesaria. Fue en este papel donde lucho contra la
herejia del arrianismo, que negaba la divinidad de Cristo,
jincluso desafiando a un emperador! También lucho contra
otras herejias trinitarias tempranas. Pero estas importantes
posturas doctrinales no definieron a Basilio. Sentia pasion
por el cuidado de los pobres y enfermos, el cuidado
pastoral y la lucha contra la prostitucion institucionalizada.
Predicaba dos veces al dia ante grandes multitudes y abrio
un complejo con hospital, orfanato y refugio para los
pobres. Ademas de influyentes reglas monasticas,
sermones y tratados doctrinales, atin existen mas de 300 de
sus cartas. jSan Basilio el Grande, ruega por nosotros!
