“When regulated by reason, and subjected to
the control of the will, the passions may be considered
good and used as means of acquiring and exercising
virtue,” we read in The Catholic Encyclopedia. “The
sensitive is given to man by God, and therefore its acts
have to be employed in His service.”

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St. Katharine Drexel | March 3

Born in Philadelphia, St. Katharine Drexel (November 26, 1858
— March 3, 1955), grew up to become one of the first American-
born saints. Her mother passed away when she was only five
weeks old. Her father, a renowned banker, remarried a wonder-
ful woman, and together they raised St. Katherine Drexel and
her two sisters in a life of privilege. Both financially and spirit-
ually well-endowed, the Drexels were devout Catholics and set
an excellent example of true Christian servitude with prayer and
care for the poor.

After her father’s death, St. Katharine considered joining a con-
templative order. However, during an audience with the Pope
while on a trip to Rome with her sister, when she asked for
more missionaries to be sent to the American West, the Pope
asked her to become a missionary herself! Now known as the
Apostle for Social Justice, St. Katharine gave up her inheritance
and instead devoted her life to the material and spiritual well-
being of Black and Native Americans. She established the Sis-
ters of the Blessed Sacrament for Indians and Colored, and to-
gether they opened a boarding school in Santa Fe, the first of 50
missions for Native Americans in 16 states. At the time of her
death, she had also established a system of 63 schools, includ-
ing Xavier University in New Orleans, the first Catholic univer-
sity in the United States for African Americans. Believing that
education was the key to opportunity, her love of the Blessed
Sacrament sustained her mission.

At 77, she suffered a heart attack and was forced to retire from
active ministry. She spent the next 20 years of her life in quiet
yet intense prayer. She died at the age of 96 and was canonized
in 2000 by Pope John Paul II. St. Katharine Drexel, pray for us!

Santa Catalina Drexel | 3 de marzo

Nacida en Filadelfia, Santa Catalina Drexel (26 de noviembre de
1858 — 3 de marzo de 1955) lleg6 a ser una de las primeras san-
tas nacidas en Estados Unidos. Su madre fallecié cuando ella
tenia solo cinco semanas. Su padre, un renombrado banquero, se
volvio a casar con una mujer maravillosa, y juntos criaron a San-
ta Catalina Drexel y a sus dos hermanas en una vida de privilegi-
os. Dotados tanto econémica como espiritualmente, los Drexel
eran catolicos devotos y dieron un excelente ejemplo de
verdadera servidumbre cristiana con oracion y cuidado hacia los
pobres.

Tras la muerte de su padre, Santa Catalina consider6 unirse a
una orden contemplativa. Sin embargo, durante una audiencia
con el Papa durante un viaje a Roma con su hermana, cuando
ella pidié que enviaran mas misioneros al Oeste americano, jel
Papa le pidio que ella misma se convirtiera en misionera! Ahora
conocida como la Apdstol de la Justicia Social, Santa Catalina
renuncid a su herencia y en su lugar dedico su vida al bienestar
material y espiritual de los negros y nativos americanos. Fundo
las Hermanas del Santisimo Sacramento para Indios y Personas
de Color, y juntas abrieron un internado en Santa Fe, la primera
de 50 misiones para nativos americanos en 16 estados. En el
momento de su muerte, también habia establecido un sistema de
63 escuelas, incluida la Universidad Xavier en Nueva Orleans, la
primera universidad catélica de Estados Unidos para afroameri-
canos. Creyendo que la educacion era la clave de la oportunidad,
su amor por el Santisimo Sacramento sostuvo su mision.

A los 77 afios sufti6 un infarto y se vio obligada a retirarse del
ministerio activo. Paso los siguientes 20 afios de su vida en una
oracion silenciosa pero intensa. Muri6 a los 96 afios y fue canon-
izada en 2000 por el Papa Juan Pablo II. {Santa Catalina Drexel,
reza por nosotros!
